



PHYTOSANITARY REQUIREMENTS 
FOR EXPORT OF WHEAT GRAIN
FROM UKRAINE TO INDONESIA
Indonesian Agricultural Quarantine Agency of Indonesian Ministry of Agriculture (hereinafter referred to as “IAQA) has conducted Pest Risk Analysis (PRA) for importing Ukrainian wheat grain by support from the State Service of Ukraine on Food Safety and Consumer Protection (hereinafter referred to as “SSUFSCP”). 
The final PRA result recommends a range of risk management measure options in combination with operational systems that will reduce the risk associated with the importation of wheat grain.
IAQA and SSUFSCP have reached a consensus for application of phytosanitary requirement as follows: 
1. Each lot of wheat grain should be accompanied by original hardcopy of Phytosanitary Certificate, issued by territorial body of SSUFSCP.  Electronic Phytosanitary Certificate can be utilized in the event that National Plant Protection Organizations (NPPO) of both countries approved procedure of its electronic exchange. Unless electronic Phytosanitary Certificate is approved, for the purposes of confirmation of authenticity of Ukrainian Phytosanitary Certificate, SSUFSCP will send scanned copies of Phytosanitary Certificates issued for wheat grain from e-mail of SSUFSCP:  post@consumer.gov.ua to e-mail of IAQA: nonbenih@gmail.com and datainformasi27@gmail.com, beforehand.
2. Consignment should be free from quarantine pests of Indonesian concern as indicated in the Regulation of Minister of Agriculture №. 51/Permentan/KR.010/9/2015 (see Annex 1), and should be free from soil, plants debris, and other inert matters.
3. Wheat grain should be produced from production area or farms registered by SSUFSCP. Otherwise, wheat grain can be produced in the area of low prevalence of Tilletia laevis and Tilletia tritici. However, this wheat grain must be treated by any treatments which can eliminate fungal spores of Tilletia laevis and Tilletia tritici and without causing physical damage, i.e. heat treatment at 80°C for certain exposure time or other effective treatment. 
4. For eliminating Trogoderma granarium and other living insects as Indonesian pest concern, the consignment should be fumigated with phosphine (PH3) with specified dose referring to the EPPO standard (see Annex 2). For phosphine fumigation during transportation (in transit fumigation), a re-circulation system should be applied in the holds of the vessel with holding capacity of 25 000 tons and depth together with coaming of more than 12 m. Information of fumigation or any other equivalent treatments applied to consignment should be declared in the column of treatment in the Phytosanitary Certificate.
5. Consignment for human consumption should be accompanied by Prior Notice and Certificate of Analysis (COA) or Protocol of Certified Test issued in authorized by SSUFSCP laboratories in accordance with requirements of Indonesian Standards on Food Safety as indicated in the Regulation of the Minister of Agriculture №.55/Permentan/KP.040/11/2016 on Food Safety and Control for the Purposes of Import and Export of Fresh Plant Products. Consignment should not contain any residues of pesticides, heavy metals and mycotoxin, which exceed maximum residues limit (MRL) (see Annex 3).
6. Consignment may be packed in new polyethylene plastic bag or container or in bulk cargo hold. Loading consignment into container or cargo hold should be under supervision of SSUFSCP to ensure the cleanliness of container or cargo hold.
7. SSUFSCP shall issue the Phytosanitary Certificate for consignments that are conforming in the phytosanitary requirements of Indonesia. In case of exporting from production area or farms with low contamination level of Tilletia laevis and Tilletia tritici the Phytosanitary Certificate shall indicate specified information in the additional declaration:
“The wheat grain is produced from area or farms of low prevalence of Tilletia laevis and Tilletia tritici and consignment has been treated to eliminate Tilletia laevis and Tilletia tritici “.
8. IAQA officer will examine relevant documents and inspect the consignment at its arrival at the port of entry. In case of any non-conformances found on the consignment, IAQA shall submit notification of non-compliance and emergency actions taken by IAQA as refer to ISPM No. 13 (2001).  SSUFSCP shall carry out investigation immediately to find the causes of non-conformances. Any corrective actions taken shall be notified by SSUFSCP to IAQA.
9. Any disputable issues which may arise when phytosanitary requirements are interpreted or realized should be settled by both sides.
Done on the __ of ______ 20__ and made in two originals each in Ukrainian, Indonesian and English, and all texts are authentic. In case of any inconsistency of phytosanitary requirements between the three texts, the English text shall prevail.
Signature of Director of Center for Plant Quarantine and Biosafety, IAQA will affirm that phytosanitary requirements were submitted to SSUFSCP, and signature of Head of SSUFSCP will affirm that phytosanitary requirements were familiarizes and accepted for implementation.
